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Introduction

The National Construction Codes are developed through the National Research Council (NRC) by Codes Canada
under direction of the Canadian Commission on Building and Fire Codes (CCBFC). This work is supported by the
provinces and territories through representation on the Provincial Territorial Policy Advisory Committee on
Codes, a committee that provides both policy and technical advice to the system based on the collective needs
of the jurisdictions.

In Canada, provincial and territorial governments have the authority to enact legislation that regulates building

design and construction. In Saskatchewan, the legislative framework is as follows:

Adoption and implementation, with powers of administration and enforcement, are delegated to local

authorities by regulation under each respective legislation authority.

Application of the National Building Code and the National Fire Code is a shared responsibility in Saskatchewan

as follows:

1. The building owner is responsible for compliance with The Uniform Building and Accessibility Standards Act
(the UBAS Act) and The Fire Safety Act (the FS Act).

The Government of Saskatchewan is responsible for the legislative framework and policy.
Building officials and fire inspectors work for the local authority.
Architects, engineers, and other recognized professionals work for the building owner.

The local authority is responsible for administration and enforcement of the UBAS Act and the FS Act.
