As an ice shack owner who may
rent out angling equipment,
including your shack, it's
important to know what an
outfitter is to make sure you are
following The Outfitter and Guide
Regulations, 2004.

If you provide any of the services
of a guide, this is considered
outfitting and require an
outfitter's licence.

There are currently no new
outfitting opportunities available
in Saskatchewan. If you are
interested in an outfitter's licence,
you need to buy an existing
licence from a current outfitter.

Outfitter

An outfitter is a person who receives financial gain or reward for providing
or organizing the following services for clients who are angling or hunting:

(1) the services of a guide; and or
(2) equipment and accommodation.

e Providing food to clients; or

e Providing angling season
information.
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
